etiology)

e High risk for surgical mitral valve repair or replacement
or advanced age (STS score >6-8)

e No acute/subacute endocarditis patients

Please refer the following patients for paravalvular leak
closure:

e Any aortic or mitral valve prosthesis with paravalvular
regurgitation. (TAVR, SAVR, mechanical or bioprosthesis)

e Any patient who has resistant symptoms of CHF or
significant hemolysis with no other cause

e No acute/subacute endocarditis patients

severity

e Document pulmonary vein reversal
